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Research Interest:

Our goal is attempts to produce an artificial, energy-converting electrode system used either bacterial or plant light-harvesting (LH) complexes or reaction centers (RC) complex immobilized on various electrodes where the distance and orientation of their complexes are controlled. Various photosynthetic antenna proteins and their model polypeptides via chemical synthesis and modern biosynthetic manufacturing methods are prepared to construct the light-harvesting protein complex onto electrodes.
